Students on the Summit 
SYRCL staff and volunteers from the community will guide 12 high school students, August 8-11,  on a focused field project that will provide place-based learning and leadership training. The students will take part in experiential education set in the natural, pristine beauty of Donner Summit, the headwaters for the South Yuba and North Fork American Rivers and the Grouse Ridge area in the Tahoe National Forest. 
 

The program will include:

· Field tour of Donner Summit by historian Hank Meals
· One night of orientation at Clair Tappaan Lodge, including a presentation on land use of Donner Summit by local experts
· Backpacking for two nights in Grouse Ridge wilderness area in the Tahoe National Forest in the Yuba River Watershed
· Leadership training throughout the program
· Training to be site leaders for the Great Yuba CleanUp, September 20, 2008
· Completion of a meadow assessment
· Basic map and compass skills 
The project will be documented in film and photographs to be shared at the 25th Anniversary celebration, and the Sierra Club meeting in October. 
Following the field program, the students will be site leaders for the first-ever Donner Summit Great Yuba Cleanup site, an event that draws over 500 volunteers to 30 sites in the Yuba River Watershed. The students will also recruit, train and lead volunteers from their community to join them on Donner Summit, an area not yet serviced during the CleanUp, for a morning of litter removal and habitat restoration.  
The students and volunteers will join SYRCL that afternoon, Saturday, Sept. 20, for our 25th anniversary celebration and will present from stage to over a thousand attendees on their leadership and environmental service project. 
We are seeking 12 youth participants from both “downstream” communities in western Nevada County, as well as the “headwaters” communities of Donner Summit and Truckee.  This trans-regional approach serves as a bridge between the headwaters community and the communities in the lower watershed and gives the project participants and their communities a broad perspective on their role as environmental stewards.
